COMMUNION MESSAGE

READ ROMANS 5:6-11- JESUS DIDN’T JUST DIE FOR THOSE WHO LOVED HIM. HE DIED FOR THOSE WHO HATED HIM ALSO. WE WERE POWERLESS AS VERSE 6 STATES. WE WEREN’T COUNTED WITH THE RIGHTEOUS OR THE GOOD MENTIONED IN VERSE 7, WE WERE THE SINNERS IN VERSE 8. GOD LOVES US NOT FOR WHAT WE ARE, BUT IN SPITE OF WHAT WE ARE. SINCE WE HAVE BEEN REDEEMED BY THE BLOOD OF JESUS, SINCE WE HAVE JUSTIFICATION BEFORE THE FATHER BECAUSE OF JESUS’ SACRIFICE, SHOULDN’T WE THEREFORE REJOICE AND EXEMPLIFY PURE SPIRITUAL JOY IN KNOWING THAT WE HAVE BEEN SAVED FROM GOD’S WRATH? FOR IF JESUS LOVED US EVEN THOUGH WE WERE HIS ENEMIES, HOW MUCH MORE IS THAT LOVE DISPLAYED CONTINUALLY NOW THAT WE ARE HIS BROTHERS AND SISTERS? LET US DO WHAT PAUL ASKS IN VERSE 11 AND REJOICE IN OUR SAVIOR BECAUSE WE HAVE RECEIVED RECONCILIATION. WE HAVE BEEN SET FREE FROM THE PUNISHMENT OF DEATH BECAUSE OF THE LOVE THAT DISPLAYED ITSELF EVEN THOUGH IT WAS MET INITIALLY WITH OUR REJECTION. IN THE PAST OUR RESPONSE TO THE SELFLESS ACT OF JESUS WAS ONE OF DISDAIN. THEN WE MADE THE CHOICE TO DENY OURSELVES AND FOLLOW HIM. LET’S MAKE IT A POINT TO CONTINUALLY EXAMINE OURSELVES SO THAT WE DON’T LAPSE INTO A STATE OF COMPLACENCY WHEN REMEMBERING WHAT CHRIST’S LOVE HAS SAVED US FROM. FOR GOD MAY HAVE ACCEPTED US AS WE WERE BUT THAT DIDN’T MEAN HE WANTED US TO STAY THAT WAY. SHALL WE PRAY?
