EXTREME MAKEOVER: MIND EDITION-Sunday School

1) Isaiah 26:3, “You will keep in perfect peace him whose mind is steadfast, because he trusts in you.” What does it mean to have a steadfast mind? What does it look like to have a mind that trusts in God? A) Unwavering, unfaltering, unswerving, persistent, committed, dedicated, firm, loyal, dependable, reliable, devoted. B) When negative or troublesome situations arise I’m not anxious or worrisome. When I’m faced with a decision to make I don’t panic. If I trust in the Lord with a steadfast mind I will be kept in perfect peace.
2) Where did Jesus focus on the sins of the mind? Matt. 5: law focused on murder (act), Jesus took if further when he talked about hatred (mind). The law focused on adultery (act), Jesus took it further when he addressed lust (mind).
3) Matt. 22:37, “Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind.” We need to love God with our entire mind, not some of it. This seems pretty extreme. Why is it not good enough to love God with most of my mind? If my mind is mostly devoted to the Lord then I will still be working against him on some level. Part of my mind will be undermining the good God is trying to accomplish through me. Plus, there’s a great possibility that whatever is devoted will be won over by the part of my mind that is not devoted. It’s questionable whether or not you can even be partially devoted to God. It’s like being 75% devoted to my wife; isn’t going to work.
4) Acts 26:22-25. For some people a renewed mind is a crazy one. Have you ever experienced this? Not living together before being married, tithing, forgiving (person with Lori’s bike), 2nd Cor. 5:13a, “If we are out of our mind, it is for the sake of God.” 1st Pet. 4:1-5. People will think it strange (crazy) that you don’t do what you used to. Col. 1:18, “For the message of the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing, but to those of us who are being saved it is the power of God.”
