1) John 13 Jesus washes his disciples’ feet.

2) Matt. 20:28, “Just as the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give my life as a ransom for many.” Before we served ourselves; now we serve others.
3) Even a little service goes a long way (if you give a cup of cold water in my name will certainly not lose his reward).

4) We are Jesus’ representatives. Part of that representation is to be servers.

5) Make sure to do good to all people, especially to the household of believers.

6) Eph. 4:11-16. “To prepare God’s people for works of service.” “as each part does its work”.

7) We can be servers but it should be with the right attitude. (‘Is it a job…or is it a ministry’ sheet.

8) The old statistic in the church that you find 10% of the people doing 90% of the work is unfortunately probably true in many churches. I don’t want Cornerstone to be one of them (‘four bones in ever organization’ sheet).
9) Spiritual gifts sheet.

10) Cornerstone motto: Grow, reach, teach, SERVE.

11) Rom. 7:4-6.

12) We serve others so we’re not a burden to anyone 2nd Cor. 11:8
13) 2nd Cor. 13:4.

14) Gal. 5:13-15.

15) Eph. 6:7-8.

16) 1st Pet. 4:8-11.

17) Luke 9:57-62. We have to be fit to serve.

18) 1st Cor. 16:14-18.
19) 1st Timothy 1:12-17. We should realize that it’s a privilege to be able to serve the Lord. Luke 17:7-10 “unworthy servant”.

20) In openings to biblical letters, the writers often identified themselves as Christ’s servants, Paul-Rom. 1:1, Titus 1:1, James-James 1:1, Peter-2nd Pet. 1:1, Jude-Jude 1:1, John-Rev. 1:1. We should have the same mindset.
