LORD’S SUPPER(July 26th, 2009
Romans 6:23, “For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.” Paul worded it this way in order for us to understand that as a gift, God was not obligated to give us eternal life. A gift is given not because the person earned it, but rather it is given as an expression of the giver’s love. How often do we look at salvation as a gift? A privilege? When I was first introduced to the gospel I had a hard time believing that I didn’t deserve to go to Heaven. I had a hard time accepting that the wages of my sin was eternal death. But then I humbly accepted the truth. Psalm 103 gives us good insight into what God has done for us. 103:8-12. Because of his gracious compassion and great love, God does not treat us as our sins deserve or repay us according to our iniquities. He has removed our transgressions from us. What a blessing. When the two criminals were crucified with Jesus, one of them was abrasive, demanding Jesus to save them from this predicament. The other criminal rebuked him and said in Luke 23:41, “We are punished justly, for we are getting what our deeds deserve. But this man has done nothing wrong.” We come to the table to celebrate an unmerited gift. Jesus didn’t deserve what he received and we received what we didn’t deserve. Salvation is a gift, not an obligation. Let’s respond by giving Jesus what he does deserve-our life.
