Jesus died for my sins. But we can try to minimize that by saying, “well, yeah, he died for my sins but he died for everyone else’s too.” But here’s the reality: if you were the only one who had ever sinned, Jesus still would’ve come and died. God not only was willing to right the wrong himself, he was willing to send his Son to die for those who weren’t seeking forgiveness. “I sinned against you God and I’m not even sorry for it; I don’t care if you forgive me.” “I’m sorry you feel that way, but I’ll send my Son to die for you anyway because that’s how much I love you. Hopefully you’ll realize that someday before it’s too late.” We take the bread and cup because we realize how much God loves us. He loves me so much that he would’ve sent his Son to die just for me. There is no greater love than this.
