(video) As a parallel this story falls short on one note: Jesus’ death was not an accident. Though God did sacrifice his son to save mankind, the choice was not forced upon him by circumstance. The death of Christ was predetermined; it was not a spur of the moment decision. This makes God’s sacrifice all the more amazing. He sent his Son knowing what was going to happen. He loves us so much that he was willing to allow his precious Son to experience all the agony he was to face for the sake of you and me. God demonstrated his own love for us in this; that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us.” As powerful as the video is, there’s another note where it falls short: the people in the train had no idea the sacrifice that was just made for them. They knew not of the intense agony of the sacrificial act of the father. But, these people were not enemies of the father. We, however, were because of our sin. God did this knowing sacrifice for his enemies. Rom. 5:6-11. A parent will sacrifice everything for the sake of their child. God, however, sacrificed his child for the sake of everyone.
