READ 1ST PETER 3:18&19 AND 4:1-5.  BECAUSE OF WHAT JESUS SUFFERED FOR US, WE NEED TO HAVE THE ATTITUDE OF VERSE ONE AND BE ‘DONE WITH SIN’. IT DOESN’T MEAN WE’RE DONE SINNING, BUT WE ARE TO BE DONE WITH THE LIFESTYLE OF SINNING THAT BOUND US BEFORE WE WERE SAVED BY THE BLOOD OF CHRIST. IN VERSE FOUR WE’RE TOLD THAT THE CHANGE WILL EVOKE SOME RIDICULE FROM THOSE WHO ‘THINK IT STRANGE’ THAT WE DON’T GO WITH THE FLOW. AS WE TAKE THE BREAD AND THE JUICE, THINK ABOUT WHAT THEY SYMBOLIZE AND THE SUFFERING THAT WAS INVOLVED IN JESUS MAKING THAT CHOICE TO GO AGAINST THE DESIRES OF THE FLESH. CONDUCTING OUR EVERYDAY LIVES ACCORDING TO THE WILL OF GOD CALLS FOR A RADICAL DECISION. BEING DIFFERENT WILL DRAW ATTENTION TO US. SOME OF THAT ATTENTION WILL INVOLVE MOCKING. BUT WE HAVE TO MAKE ANOTHER CHOICE; WHO’S APPROVAL ARE WE SEEKING-GOD’S OR MAN’S? ROMANS 12:2 SAYS, ‘DO NOT CONFORM ANY LONGER TO THE PATTERN OF THIS WORLD, BUT BE TRANSFORMED BY THE RENEWING OF YOUR MIND.’ AS WE GO TO THE FATHER IN PRAYER, WE MAY NEED TO ASK OURSELVES THIS QUESTION: “AM I BEING CONFORMED OR TRANSFORMED?”
