IN LEVITICUS 16 WE LEARN ABOUT GOD’S INSTRUCTIONS TO MOSES REGARDING THE DAY OF ATONEMENT. PART OF THE RITUAL INVOLVED USING TWO GOATS; ONE WAS TO BE SACRIFICED AS A SIN OFFERING, THE OTHER WAS TO HAVE THE SINS OF THE PEOPLE PLACED UPON IT AND IT WAS TO BE LEAD OUTSIDE THE CITY TO A SOLITARY PLACE. THIS SECOND GOAT WAS KNOWN AS THE SCAPEGOAT. THE DICTIONARY DEFINITION OF A SCAPEGOAT IS: ONE THAT BEARS THE BLAME FOR OTHERS. THESE TWO GOATS REPRESENT WHAT JESUS DID FOR US. HE REPRESENTS THE FIRST GOAT IN THAT HE SHED HIS BLOOD AS A SIN OFFERING FOR US. HE REPRESENTS THE SECOND GOAT BECAUSE GOD LAID ON HIM THE SINS OF MANKIND, AS HE WAS LEAD OUTSIDE OF THE CITY TO BEAR THE PUNISHMENT FOR OUR INIQUITIES. JESUS, HOWEVER, IS THE PERFECT ONCE-AND-FOR-ALL SACRIFICE AS HEBREWS 10:1-18 REMINDS US. THE LION OF JUDAH AND THE SACRIFICIAL LAMB WAS WILLING TO BECOME OUR SCAPEGOAT. LET’S THANK JESUS TODAY FOR BEARING OUR BLAME ON OUR DAY OF ATONEMENT.
