In Exodus 30, God was giving instructions to Moses about the census of the Israelites. God said that each one must pay the Lord a ransom for his life. Each was to pay a half shekel in order to make atonement for their life. In order for us to be redeemed, a price had to be paid so that our lives would be atoned for. The Greek word for ransom was used most commonly for the price paid to redeem a slave. Similarly, Jesus paid the ransom price of His own life to free us from the slavery of sin. 1st Timothy 2:5&6 says, ‘For there is one God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Jesus Christ, who gave himself as a ransom for all men…’ In 1st Peter 2 it says that it was not with gold or silver that we were redeemed, but rather it was the precious blood of Christ with which we were saved. Let us take the bread and the cup that symbolizes the body and blood of our Redeemer and give thanks that the ransom was paid so that we would have eternal life. Praise be to Jesus Christ, our atoning sacrifice.
