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Andrew Murray wrote, “God regards intercession as the highest expression of His people’s readiness to receive and to yield themselves wholly to the working of His almighty power.” It’s nice to know that someone is praying for you. We are encouraged when someone says, ‘I’ve been praying for you’. We are strengthened by those intercessory prayers. When we pray for someone, we are getting outside of ourselves and sharing the burden of someone else. We are caring enough to want them to experience relief or power or wisdom. Knowing how much intercessory prayer enriches us both as the giver and the receiver, think of how much more we can be inspired by knowing that Jesus is our chief intercessor. Heb. 7:24-26. And in 1st John 2:1 we read, “My dear children, I write this to you so that you will not sin. But if anybody does sin, we have one who speaks to the Father in our defense-Jesus Christ, the Righteous One.” Jesus intercedes for us. The Holy Spirit intercedes for us as well. Rom. 8:26-28. Oswald Chambers said, "Jesus Christ carries on intercession for us in heaven; the Holy Ghost carries on intercession in us on earth; and we the saints have to carry on intercession for all men." Jesus intercedes for us, the Holy Spirit intercedes for us and we need to intercede for each other.
