MEDITATION MESSAGE—June 13, 2010

1st John 1:3, “We proclaim to you what we have seen and heard, so that you also may have fellowship with us. And our fellowship is with the Father and with his Son, Jesus Christ”. The word fellowship means, ‘companionship or friendly association’. Fellowship with God involves mutual affection. God has affection towards us. He desires to connect with us and he wants to have a relationship with us. He’s not some distant God who is disinterested in what’s going on with us. We are significant to him. We matter to God. He loves us. He has revealed himself to us. He has dwelt among us in the person of Jesus Christ. Having a true fellowship with God is shown in our response to his word. The word fellowship also means, ‘a sharing of common interests, goals, experiences or views’. Being in fellowship with God means we are in agreement with him. Therefore, we are called to conduct our lives according to that agreement. 1st John 2:6, “Whoever claims to live in him must walk as Jesus did.” God could’ve kept distance from us. A king wouldn’t normally have much fellowship, if any, with the lowly commoners. Yet God, our king, desires to intimately know each and every one of us lowly commoners. Let’s praise him for that.
