WOULD WE BE THINKING OF OUR HOLINESS OR OUR INDULGENCE? THIS QUESTION COULD ACTUALLY BE POSED IN HOW WE ADDRESS OUR PRAYERS. ARE THEY FILLED WITH SELFISH DESIRES OR WITH THE CONSIDERATION OF OTHERS? DO WE DESIRE TO BUILD TREASURES IN HEAVEN OR ARE WE CONCERNED WITH THE TRINKETS OF EARTH? LET US BE MINDFUL OF THIS WHEN WE EXAMINE OURSELVES BEFORE THE FATHER IN OUR DAILY PRAYER LIFE. LET US FOLLOW THE EXAMPLE OF SOLOMON AND SEEK WISDOM INSTEAD OF WEALTH.
