THE BLAME GAME (Part Two): Sunday school

1) Does blameless mean sinless? No. Blameless means above reproach, without fault, without charge or condemnation (Psalm19:12&13). 
2) Psalm 18:20-26. What does David mean by, ‘to the blameless you show yourself blameless? We will be treated as our actions deserve. If we want to commit sin, we can expect consequences. If we honor God with blameless living then we can expect God’s favor. Plus, when we are faithful, blameless, pure, we will understand God’s faithfulness, blamelessness and purity more fully. We can’t see these attributes of God when sin is blocking our way.
3) Gen. 6:5-9. Noah was blameless even though the rest of the planet wasn’t. How could Noah have lived this way surrounded by such wickedness? (Heb. 11:7) Noah had a healthy fear of God so regardless of how others chose to live he and his family were going to remain upright. He knew that regardless of how long God allowed those who were sinful to go on, they were going to pay in the end.
4) Luke 1:5-7. Why would Zechariah and Elizabeth continue to live blamelessly when God was withholding the blessing of children from them? We don’t live blamelessly in order to get something from God. Our devotion isn’t conditional. We shouldn’t have shallow motives. Living blamelessly benefits us in numerous ways even if we don’t receive our desires because of it.
5) Prov. 11:5, “The righteousness of the blameless makes a straight way for them, but the wicked are brought down by their own wickedness.”          Prov. 28:18, “He whose walk is blameless is kept safe, but he whose ways are perverse will suddenly fall.” Based on these proverbs, what are the benefits of living blamelessly? ‘Straight way for them…’-we will accomplish many things and reach our godly goals, we will be kept safe, there is security in walking blamelessly, we don’t have to be concerned about being ‘brought down’ or ‘falling’ because we are wicked or perverse.
